The breed'’s thick coat is medium to
long in length and should be coarse.
The undercoat is very soft. They will
shed very heavily in the spring and
not so heavily in the fall. Regular
grooming is a must or the coat gets
out of control very quickly.

Newfoundlands also drool! There will
be drool on the floor, furniture, ceiling,
and on every occupant of a
household that has a Newf. These
are not dogs for neat people!

The Newf is a high-
maintenance dog and while you may sincerely love the breed you may also discover that you do not have the time or the
resources to devote to its upkeep.
